The IFF is undergoing structu-
ral changes to better serve our member federations, with the goal of strengthening national 
federations and offering support in the new unique development program 4F (FloorballFit-
ForFuture). More than 30 federation are now actively taking part in this new program. We are 
building a future where all federations—no matter their size—can grow, develop, and thrive.

I invite everyone to follow the tournament through the IFF App, where matches of both 
WFCs, the U19 and 3v3 events, will be streamed. To the local organising committee, the 
volunteers, the sponsors, and all those who have worked tirelessly to bring this event to life—
thank you. And to all players, coaches, and fans—enjoy every moment.

Together, we build the future of floorball.

Dear teams and floorball enthusiasts 

Floorball is booming and growing worldwide! The sport is becoming even more popular in 
Switzerland - the host country of the Men‘s U19 World Championship. The increased interest 
is due in part to major events such as the Men’s World Floorball Championships 2022 in Zu-
rich and the Women’s World Floorball Championships 2019 in Neuchâtel. The events attract a 
broad audience that extends far beyond floorball borders. 

The world‘s best young players will come to Zurich at the end of April 2025. The city of Zurich 
is of great importance for Swiss floorball due to its strong club structure and infrastructure.
